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KEY FACTS

October 2013: The National Integrity Commission requested technical assistance
from the World Bank with regards to e-filling of asset declaration;

January, 2014: WB accepts the request and initiates the elaboration of Terms of 
References;

February 2014 - November 2016: The WB team assisted the National Integrity 
Commission to define the e-Integrity vision and develop the system;

December, 2016: e-Integrity system was developed and commissioned
August 2016 – December 2017: National Integrity Commission went through an 

institutional reform (renamed to National Integrity Authority (ANI);
December 2017- till present: ANI ensured the process of distribution of electronic 

signatures to civil servants;
January 2018-March 2018: ANI commissioned the e-Integrity system and ensured

the process of online submission of declarations;
2022 and 2024, the e-Integrity Automated Information System, was audited by 

World Bank experts. WB experts team’s recommendations concerning 
improvement of functionality of the system were implemented.



THE ORIGIN OF THE PROBLEM:

PREVIOUSLY ALL DECLARATIONS WERE SUBMITTED ON PAPER (IN 

THE WRITTEN FORM) BY THE DECLARATION SUBJECTS

The difficulties were obvious:

1) Paper based declarations:
a) Incomplete data (integrity of 

information);
b) Illegible information (information 

accuracy);
c) Immense workload on public 

institutions; 
d) Costs of storing, archiving  and 

handling the paper;
e) Risk of loss and damage (intentionally 

or unintentionally) etc.

REFORM OVERVIEW

Before

• The National Integrity Commission
carried out the decision-making 
process, regarding investigations, in 
a collegial manner.

• The public officials were required to 
submit yearly two types of 
declarations (asset and personal 
interests).

• The public officials were required 

to submit their declarations on 

paper.

• There was no official register of 

declarants..

• There were no regulations 

regarding the random distribution 

of investigated cases..

New

• The investigation and the decision 
related to it are made by the 
appointed inspectors.

• The two types of declarations have 
been merged into one (assets and 
personal interests) and additional 
fields have been added.

• The declarations are to be submitted 
electronically on mandatory basis, 
as of 1st January 2018.

• Setup of the electronic Registry of 
subjects of the declarations who are 
required to submit their 
declarations.

• The system of random distribution 
of investigated cases was put into 
use.

2) The Possessor;

3) The Holder;
4) The System administrator;

5) The Technical administrator;
6) The Registrar;
7) The Supplier;
8) The Recipient;

9) The User.



General benefits:

• Quicker and more efficient simultaneous transfer 
and processing of information

• Reduce time spent managing the documents

• Increase productivity and provides data security

Particular benefits:

• Will facilitate filing by the subjects using modern 
devices (computer, tablet, mobile phones)

• Eliminate errors and / or incomplete statements by 
applying filters and using mandatory data fields 
sensitive to context (context aware)

• Minimize processing time by offering Agency’s 
employees a dashboard containing the information 
needed to verify declarations

• Will facilitate automatic verification of the 
declarations

VERIFICATION FILTERS

Verification Filters Explanation

1. Clear mismatch

A difference between the assets acquired and the income 

received, which is at least 20 average monthly salaries greater 

than the yearly average salary received by the submitter’s 

and family members’ statements. 

2. Erroneous mismatch

Declaration of higher incomes than shown in the data 

resulted from crosschecking with the state registers and/or 

other informational systems.

3.
Failure to submit statements or late 

submission

Individual included in the appropriate register of the e-

Integrity system does not submit statements in due time.

4. Incompatibilities
Holding several positions and founder and/or shareholder 

status in several companies.

5. Conflict of interests

Identify personal interests through cross-checking the data in 

certain external data bases (ex. Police border Registry, E-

Procurement system)
