Treaty on Exchange of Data for the Verification of Asset Declarations 

➢  to prevent and combat corruption by providing for direct 
administrative exchange of information concerning asset 
declarations between the Parties of the Treaty

➢ to enable countries to exchange data cross-border for the 
verification of assets disclosed in one country, but 
located in another country.

PURPOSE OF THE TREATY:



Treaty on Exchange of Data for the Verification of Asset Declarations 

• Administrative exchange of data being limited to purposes of verification of asset declarations (Article 1); 

• Voluntary cooperation (Article 6); 

• Applicability to a diverse range of disclosure systems (Article 1 paragraph 2); 

• Data exchange being confined to the legal limits of both the requesting and the requested Party (Article 4 

paragraph 2 (c), Article 6 paragraph 1); 

• Data protection and confidentiality (Article 9). 

THE TREATY IS BASED ON FIVE FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES: 



Treaty on Exchange of Data for the Verification of Asset Declarations 

• from public and private databases (taxes, bank accounts, financial securities, businesses, companies, trusts 

and foundations and similar legal arrangements and entities, real estate, vehicles and other movable 

equipment, and intellectual property rights)

• available under the domestic law of both Parties for verifying asset declarations. 

CATEGORIES OF INFORMATION EXCHANGED



Treaty on Exchange of Data for the Verification of Asset Declarations 

• A regional mechanism on data exchange in asset disclosure is introduced into national practice

• A regional network of focal points for asset disclosure is established
